The audience in the street paid rapt attention!
About six miles from Maastricht, in the Neth-

erlands, lie buried 8,301 American soldiers who
died in "Operation Market Garden" in the battles
to liberate Holland in tbe lalllwinter of 1944. Ev-
ery one of the men buried in the cemetery, as well
as those in the Canadian and British militarv cem-

eteries, has been adopted by a Dutch family who
mind the grave, decorate it, and keep alive the
memory ofthe soldier they have adopted. It is even
the custom to keep a portrait of "their" soldier in a
place ofhonour in their home.

Annually, on "Liberation Day," memorial ser-
vices are held for "the men who died to liberate

ended in divorce.
Preceding her in death are her parents; her

brother, Johl B. Rhinelander; and her stepdaugh-
ter, Kathy Maisel. She is survived by her husband,
Henry N. McCarl; her daughter, Francesca Mor-
gan, of Evanston, I1l.; two stepchildren, Patricia
McCarl of Atlanta and Fred McCarl of Oneonta,
Ala.; two brothers, Frederic W. T. Rhinelander and
David H. Rhinelander, and sister-in-law Jeanne C.
Rhinelander, all of Gloucester; ten grandchildren;
and fi ve great-grandchildren.

Her family held a memorial service in
Gloucester in September,2021 at St.John's Epis-
copal Church where she and Henry McCarl were
manied in 1987.
