The need for improved communication was identified in the CHS
Strategic Plan. To improve communication Mark Henderson, VP
Operations, has initiated monthly Zoom meetings for the Regional
Commissioners. The goal is to foster communication across regions
and to create a forum allowing new Commissioners to learn from
the more experienced Commissioners.

Clan Henderson Society Annual General Meeting is quickly ap-
proaching, September 2-3. This year we will gather at The Plains in
Virginia. The AGM is scheduled for Saturday morning, September
2 at 9:00 AM EDT. I encourage you to attend the AGM in person or
via Zoom.

The Australian Celtic Festival operates on a
three-year cycle recognising six Celtic Nations;
2022 Wales, Cornwall and Brittany, 2023 Scot-

land and 2024 Ireland and Isle of Man.

The Australian Celtic Festival celebrated its
31st anniversary this year, presenting a full pro-
gram of activities in the town of Glen Innes and
at the Australian Standing Stones National
Celtic Monument to highlight and celebrate the
Year of Scotland.

The Australian Celtic Festival is renowned as
the premier Celtic event of New South Wales. It
is the only Celtic-themed festival in Australia to
recognise different Celtic Nations each year
and have the unique atmosphere of being locat-
ed at the nationally acclaimed Australian Stand-
ing Stones. The Festival is held from Thursday

through to Sunday over the first weekend of
May each year. In 2023, the Australian Celtic
Festival was held 4-7 May and highlight the
Celtic Nation of Scotland.

A unique festival in the spectacularly colourful
autumn that is a highlight of the cool climate in
the NSW New England Highlands. Over the
four days, there is close to 200 individual
events. The township of Glen Innes comes alive
with Celtic window displays and themed expe-
riences. The Thursday night ‘100,000 Wel-
comes Concert’ gives a taster of the weekend’s
performances and non-stop entertainment.
Alongside music and dance, the program in-
cludes official Celtic ceremonies, a street pa-
rade, re-enactment groups, Highlands games,
Kirking of the Tartan, Friday night Ceilidh,
massed pipe bands, Celtic Cultural Awards,
dance championships, a children’s Marquee
with entertainment and activities, animal dis-

Loy Wesley Henderson—United States Foreign Officer and
Diplomat

Born June 28, 1892 with a twin brother Roy, on a farm near
Rogers Arkansaw. His father George Milton Henderson was
a Methodist minister.

Loy graduated in 1915 from North Western University in
1915. He went on to study law at Denver University. Dur-
ing World War I he served in the Red Cross in Europe and remained there after the war, serv-
ing on a prisoner repatriation commission in Germany and the Baltic states. In 1921 he joined
the Foreign Service, receiving his first posting to Dublin, and gradually worked his way up
the Foreign Service ladder. In 1955 Mr. Henderson became Deputy Undersecretary of State
for Administration and he emerged as one of the Eisenhower Administration's most valued
advisors on Mideast policy. He retired from the State Department in 1960, and for some years
taught courses in diplomacy at American University in Washington.

He devoted 35 years to active duty in the Foreign Service, ultimately serving as Under Secre-
tary of State. Mr. Henderson was named in 1968 by Congress to the rank of career ambassa-
dor.

He passed away in 1986.

HENDERSON, CHARLES BELKNAP, a Senator from Nevada; born in San Jose, Calif.,
June 8, 1873; moved with his parents to Nevada in 1876; attended the public schools in Elko,
Nev., the University of the Pacific, and Leland Stanford Junior University in California; grad-
uated in law from the University of Michigan in 1895; admitted to the bar in 1896 and com-
menced practice in Elko, Nev.; served as lieutenant in Torrey's Rough Riders during the
Spanish-American War; district attorney of Elko County 1901-1905; member, State house of
representatives 1905-1907; regent of the University of Nevada 1907-1917; appointed on Jan-
uary 12, 1918, and subsequently elected on November 5, 1918, as a Democrat to the United
States Senate to fill the vacancy caused by the death of Francis G. Newlands and served from
January 12, 1918, to March 3, 1921; unsuccessful candidate for reelection in 1920; chairman,
Committee on Industrial Expositions (Sixty-fifth Congress), Committee on Mines and Min-
ing (Sixty-fifth Congress); appointed a member of the board of directors of the Reconstruc-
tion Finance Corporation in 1934, elected chairman in 1941 and resigned in 1947; retired
from political activities; president and director of the Elko Telephone & Telegraph Co. and a
director of the Western Pacific Railroad; died in San Francisco, Calif., November 8, 1954;
interment in Elko Cemetery, Elko, Nev.

| want to take a minute to personally thank you on behalf of all past, present, and future scholar-
ships recipients. Highland dance scholarships are extremely hard to come by, especially as you
age out of many scholarships after the age of 18. I'm a huge advocate and supporter of dance
scholarships to students and young instructors like myself that find difficulty in applying for Schol-
arships over the age of 18. | would like to encourage your scholarship committee members to
consider offering a competitive highland dance scholarship to aspiring teachers & judges ages 19
and over. It takes many, many years of formal training and education to advance from a competi-
tive student into a certified instructor or adjudicator. It's imperative that you have the right edu-
cators training you for these instructor/adjudicator credentials. It can be an expensive process
when transitioning from a student to an instructor or adjudicator. We have yearly renewals and

Brynn Brown, 13, hails from North Augusta, SC. She started this year as a
Premier Dancer.
